The Local Authorities (Executive Arrangements) (Meetings and Access to Information)
(England) Regulations 2012 set out Special Urgency provisions to be used where it is
impracticable to give at least 5 clear days’ notice of the intention to make a Key Decision.
The provisions detail a specific process to be followed, which includes seeking the
agreement of the appropriate Scrutiny Chair or, if that person is unavailable, the Chair of
the Council, that the matter to be considered is urgent and could not be reasonably
deferred.

The Leader of the Council must submit an Annual Report to the Council containing details
of each Key Decision taken during the period since the last report was submitted where the
making of the key decision was agreed as urgent. The Council’'s Constitution requires that
this report be presented at the first ordinary meeting of the Council after the Annual
Meeting.
