142. Minutes 
 
 The minutes of the meetings held on 23rd and 30th November, 2005, were signed 
as true records. 
 
143. Call-Ins Stage 1 
 
 The Director of Legal and Democratic Services reported on the following call-in 
that had been received:- 
 
 Student Accommodation 
 
 The report had been called in by Councillors Batten, Mrs. Lacy and Patton. 
 
 The reason for the call-in was, "To seek further opportunities to reduce the impact 
on residential homes being extended in order to accommodate larger numbers of students 
at the expense of communities.  Residents associations having direct input at meetings 
with Officers and the two Universities.  Review the ENTEC report (Area of Student 
Housing Restraint) (ASHORE)/Criteria Based Constraint Policy." 
 
 The Committee noted that the deadline for call-ins for Cabinet and Cabinet 
Members' decisions made during the week commencing 12th December, 2005, was 
9.00 a.m. on Friday 23rd December, 2005.  Any further call-ins received after this meeting 
and before that deadline would be considered for validity by the Chair of the Scrutiny Co-

144. Capital and Revenue Budget Report 2006/2007
