Since the 1340s St. Mary’s Guildhall has been at the 
heart of British history, at times the seat of the Royal 
Court, a base for merchant guilds and even a stage for 
Shakespeare. Experience one of Coventry’s greatest  
architectural treasures and see where Mary Queen 
of Scots was imprisoned, marvel at the 500 year old, 
nine metre wide tapestry and tread in the footsteps of  
monarchs and minstrels.
