Purpose of the Note
The purpose of the briefing note is to provide an overview of Coventry Safeguarding
Adults Board Annual Report 2024-2025.

Information/Background

The Coventry Safeguarding Adults Board (CSAB) is a partnership of organisations
that work to both prevent and end abuse of adults with care and support needs in
Coventry.

The Care Act (2014) requires that each local authority must establish a
Safeguarding Adults Board for its area. The objective of a Safeguarding
Adults Board is to help protect adults in its area in cases where the adult:
* has care and support needs.

* is experiencing, or is at risk of, abuse or neglect and

* as a result of those needs is unable to protect himself or herself against
the abuse or neglect or the risk of it

The Safeguarding Adults Board achieves this by co-ordinating and ensuring the
efficacy of what each member does.

Under the Care Act 2014 one of the core duties of the Safeguarding Adults Board
(SAB) is to Publish an annual report detailing what the SAB has done during the
year to achieve its main objective and implement its strategic plan, and what each
member has done to implement the strategy as well as detailing the findings of any
safeguarding adult review and subsequent actions. This Safeguarding Adults Board
Annual Report 2024-2025 is in line with this requirement.
